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Pro-Death Bills Surface in Dover 

    It took only 15 minutes for the fate of 

Premier Ob-Gyn to be decided:  

CLOSED.   The abortion clinic in Wil-

mington, Delaware, was leased by dis-

graced abortionist and scofflaw, Stephen 

Brigham, who was on record as the 

ñmanager,ò renting the property under 

the auspices of Integrity Family Health.  

At the short hearing in the Court of Com-

mon Pleas on April 24 in Wilmington, 

attended by DRTL board members, 

David Williams and Moira Sheridan, 

Judge Susan Ufberg accepted Brighamôs 

lawyerôs offer to ñvacate the property 

within two weeksò after a brief rehash of 

his failure to pay 9 monthsô rent totaling 

$37,708.05. 

Dr. Adeline Farhi, who with her husband 

owns the condo where Premier set up 

shop, represented herself at court for the 

Premier Ob-Gyn:  CLOSED!

    Several bills introduced this session 

in the General Assembly seem to share 

a common goal for Delaware - self-

destruction.  Two bills are especially 

alarming for the threats they pose to 

the most vulnerable among us:  the 

unborn and the elderly.  On May 10, 

the Senate passed a radical bill 

ñcodifyingò abortion law in the First 

State after a single hearing.  SB 5, a 

three-paragraph document so vaguely 

written that it allows abortion on de-

mand for any and no reason at any

do pill abortions at the location 

and was seen weekly hobbling 

from car to front door. 

    Both Brigham and Kollias 

looked rumpled and defeated 

even before the hearing began, as 

they conferred in a hallway, 

whispering.  It is more than 

l ikely that 90 year-o ld 

Dworkinôs decision to ñretire,ò 

as overheard stated by Brighamôs 

lawyer, Basil Kollias, before the 

hearing, influenced the decision 

to vacate the property. 

    Local pro-lifers kept a steady 

vigil on abortion days at Premier 

Ob-Gyn for the past three years, 

much to the consternation of the 

other businesses in the building.  

Their vigilance and persistence 

in reaching out to the Farhis con-

tributed much to the closing of 

this clinic.  Special thanks to 

David Williams, Phil & Vicki 

Santoro, Mindy Mannia, Janet 

clinic from the building.

After his departure, aging 

abortionist, Albert Dworkin, took 

over at Premier, which was forced 

to stop performing surgical abor-

tions in 2015 because of a lack of 

accreditation.   

    Dworkin, who worked with 

Kermit Gosnell and had his medi-

cal license temporarily suspended 

in 2013 as a result of that associa-

tion, continued until recently to 

General Assembly Pushes Deadly Agenda 

Brigham Wilmington Clinic Closes  

Steven Brigham seen leaving Court 

13 in Wilmington after agreeing to 

ñvacate the premises ñof Premier 

Ob-Gyn.

    By failing to define impor-

tant terms like ñviabilityò and 

leaving the decision of whether 

to abort to the ñgood faith 

medical judgmentò of the abor-

tionist, SB5 opens the door to 

unsavory abortion hacks like 

Kermit Gosnell.  With all ref-

erences to consent repealed, 

young women of any age may 

procure an abortion without 

sufficient knowledge of the 

procedure or other options and 

without parental or even their 

own consent. 

    Sen. Bryant Richardson 

gave moving testimony, intro-

ducing 5 amendments to at-

tempt to pull the brakes on the 

runaway train, but to no avail.  

Pro-lifers will have to turn out 

in numbers, contacting their 

representatives and Governor 

Carney to prevent this bill 

from becoming law. 

    Another horrific attack on 

life is Rep. Paul Baumbachôs 

HB 160, the euphemistically 

entitled, ñDelaware End of 

Life Options Act,ò which 

seeks to legalize assisted sui-

cide in Delaware.  Baumbach 

now has four sponsors (Henry, 

Hansen, Sokola, and Short)

Woman Suffers Botched Abortion in Dover;  

Sent to Hospital in Boyfriendsô Car 

    Planned Parenthood of Dover sent a woman to the hos-

pital on May 12, but never called an ambulance, packing 

her into her boyfriendôs car with a staff member running 

on foot to Kent County General Hospital.  The abortionist, 

Larry Glazerman, had testified three days previously at 

Legislative Hall on behalf of codifying ñsafe, legalò abor-

tions in Delaware.   

    According to Kent County activist, Donna Latteri, who 

spoke with the womanôs boyfriend, Glazerman started the 

suction abortion procedure but the baby ñwasnôt in the 

right positionò and ñwould not fit into the suction tube.ò 

He instructed the boyfriend to take the patient to the emer-

gency room. ñThe doctor there can do the abortion,ò Glaz-

erman reportedly told the boyfriend, who took information 

from Latteri, but turned down further assistance.  The 

womanôs condition remains unknown.

Delawareôs citizens.  Cloaked in the language of 

ñcompassionò and ñchoice,ò it reduces human be-

ings to their utilitarian value and allows doctors to 

kill instead of heal.  Like the abortion bill, it ig-

nores medical advances that allow better care of 

patients, rather than their termination. 

    Two years ago, many opponents mobilized 

against this bill, then called Aid in Dying, but the 

repackaged version is no different.  It seeks to al-

low terminally ill patients to enlist a doctorôs aid 

in ending their lives through the prescription of 

lethal drugs.  Like the abortion bill, there are vir-

tually no safeguards to protect patients from abuse 

or coercion, nor does it take into account the dan-

gers of allowing such drugs into unsupervised 

households.  Also like abortion, the doctors who 

say they favor such legislation wouldn't be caught 

dead involving themselves in it.
